Authority that the Municipality is or will be an Obligated Person, such approval to be
conclusively evidenced by the execution and delivery thereof.

Section 3. That any Authorized Municipal Representative is hereby authorized and
directed to execute and deliver any and all documents and instruments and to do and
cause to be done any and all acts and things necessary or proper for carrying out the sale,
issuance and delivery of the Bonds, the Authority's Capital Equipment Pooled Lease
Revenue Bonds, Series 2015 and all related transactions contemplated by this resolution.
