AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF
FREEHOLD AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 0-17-3 TO AMEND THE NUMBER OF
AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNITS TO BE CONSTRUCTED AT BLOCK 69.01, LOT 23

(hereafter PILOT Agreement) with PIRHL Acquisitions, LLC (hereafter PIRHL) to construct
and operate a 66 unit affordable senior apartment community at premises known and designated
as Block 69.01, Lot 23; and

WHEREAS, the PILOT Agreement indicated that PIRHL would construct and operate 66
dwelling units; and

WHEREAS, the number of affordable units that will be constructed shall be amended to
80 dwelling units; and

units that will be constructed and operated by PIRHL as 80 dwelling units; and

1. The number of dwelling units referenced in Ordinance No 0-17-3 that will be
constructed and operated by PIRHL is hereby amended to 80 dwelling units.

2. The PILOT Agreement shall be amended to reflect 80 dwelling units will be
constructed and operated by PIRHL.



3. All other responsibilities and provisions of Ordinance No. 0-17-3 are hereby
readopted.

4. The Township Committee hereby authorizes the Mayor and Township Clerk of the
Township of Freehold to execute, on behalf of the municipality, the revised PILOT
Agreement.

If any section, subparagraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance shall be held to
be invalid, such decision shall not invalidate the remaining portion of this Ordinance.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption and publication according to law.
